Minutes of the previous meeting held on 11th January 2018 had been circulated and read as accurate. Proposed by IA, seconded by DS, and signed by the Chairman.

1. District Council & County Council Reports:
Norfolk County councilor:

FE provided report which included news of a full Council Meeting to be held on Monday 12th Feb 2018. County element of Council Tax is to increase by 5.9%.  Bus subsidies will continue for the next financial year. A review of current bus routes is needed.  RK asked why other County Councils were only being increased by 4-5%. FE advised the increase for Norfolk is higher as the investment in Adult social care is higher in Norfolk than other counties.  GG raised question on waste management with regard to fly tipping, FE provided some clarification on charges in Recycling Centers and how these plus limits on allowed quantities impacts/encourages fly tipping.

Change in Data Protection Regulations coming into force May 2018 will affect Parish Councils.  Councils should have a plan of action by March 2018. SC/A has informed CPC he will keep up updated.
The settlement boundary change proposed by Thetford is for the existing Thetford boundary to be moved to the south side of A11 by-pass. Currently the affected boundary runs from the ‘Tesco’ roundabout on the A11 by-pass along the Norwich Road to Joe Blunts Lane and then effectively west to Croxton Road, along behind Hill House development, to meet the A11 by-pass again adjacent to Lodge Farm.   
The settlement boundary is used as a policy tool reflecting the area where a set of plan policies are to be applied. This is also referred to as ‘the built area’
