Minutes of the last meeting held on 9th May 2019:


Having been circulated the Minutes were agreed as a true record and were proposed by GG and seconded by PD.  Minutes of the Croxton Parish Council Annual Meeting had also been circulated and will be considered at July meeting.
Matters Arising:
1. County and District Council Reports:

Robert Kybird our new BD Councillor was introduced.  He referred to Application 3PL/2018/1417/F at 10 Church Avenue.  He was of the opinion CPC were objecting to the application when in fact they were objecting to BDC’s reservations about this application.  Councillor unanimously agreed in favour of this application being approved.  RK assured Councillors he would relay this message back to BDC Planning meeting on July 22nd 2019 and request the application be ‘called in’.  RK explained his report would be brief as the election had only just taken place, but he and Sam Chapman-Allen would share attendance at future CPC meetings.
