Matters Arising:


1. District Council Report: RKB reported Thetford Town Council has until 28th November 2019 to adopt the Thetford Plan.  He added there may be a few small changes but not anything to effect Croxton. Councillors were please to know investigation of fly-tipping at Kilverstone had resulted in the offender being fined.  RKB reported the BDC Boundary Review is to be brought forward and it will aim to keep the same number of Councillors.  RBK will send RK the necessary online Link to the BDC Local Plan.
2. GTP:
DS reported the next meeting would be on 4th December 2019. He reported that regarding Highways Thetford there was no mention of anything directly involving Croxton.  Suggestions of a 50 mile limit on the A11 and traffic lights at Junctions A134 and A1107 had been suggested to help with congestion problems – CPC were not impressed with this as there is no problem at Junction A1107 but wondered about under or overpasses at Junction A134.  DS asked Councillors to let him have their suggestions by the 4th December.  A discussion about general traffic congestion followed with RK suggesting a No Right Turn at the Croxton Rd/Mundford Rd Junction could be a temporary solution to a constant problem.
3. SAM2 SPEED sign: Nothing to report
4. Play Area Equipment/S106: AP produced copies of information and pricing of the proposed equipment following an inspection of the playground site by the suppliers.  After some discussion it was agreed  CPC would go ahead with the purchase of the original three pieces of equipment.  GG agreed he would undertake the necessary fencing, soil removal, secure storage and water bowser and Councillors agreed to pay the outstanding amount of £750 after the S106 grant is taken into account.  AP would go ahead with the S106 grant form.  DS thanked AP for his work on the project.  Proposed RK seconded GG
5. Progress on Light-Stub at Harefield Road: this has been resolved.
